Code of Conduct

The student-athletes in the volleyball program at Calvary Chapel High School should exemplify the highest ideals of scholarship, sportsmanship, and citizenship. Young men in this program will be expected to be courteous, respectful, and responsible at all times. They represent Calvary Chapel High School and, most importantly, Jesus Christ.
As a participant in CCHS volleyball, I agree to the following Code of Conduct:

In addition to the rules that govern all Calvary Chapel High School students, participants in the volleyball program will be governed by the following rules:

1. Players must be eligible. Players on academic probation will be required to attend study hall to improve their grades while still a part of the program.

2. Players must attend mandatory practices, meetings, and games, and be on time; including pre-season conditioning (except for winter athletes), study halls, and tournaments. Unexcused absences from team events will result in suspension for one game (1st offense), two games (2nd offense), or dismissal from the team (3rd offense). An excused absence is defined as a valid reason for absence in which the player or parent notifies the coach prior to the beginning of the team event. Missed practices, regardless of reason, will result in the player not starting in the next game.
3. Players and parents will be respectful to all coaches, school staff, officials, parents, teachers, other students, and opposing players and coaches. This includes refraining from taunting opposing players/coaches and complaining to officials.
4. Players will abide by the CCHS student handbook. School-related discipline will result in volleyball discipline as well. Players receiving Saturday detentions will be suspended for one game (1st offense), two games (2nd offense), or be dismissed from the team (3rd offense). Players who are suspended from school will be suspended from games at coaches’ discretion.

5. Players will not curse or swear.

6. Players will not participate in any initiations, hazing, or pranks on or off campus. Players who are involved in these events will be immediately suspended from school and dismissed from the volleyball team.

7. Players will not litter in the gym, locker room, or on campus. Players will be expected to leave all facilities in better condition than how they were found.
8. Players will be responsible for completing all paperwork, such as physicals, in a timely manner. All game uniforms must be turned in on time at season’s end. Any athlete who has not turned in uniform or owes money will not be allowed to participate in banquet, will be billed for missing equipment, and will not be issued any other gear until equipment is returned or paid for.
9. Players will dress properly for workouts, practices, and games.

10. Players will report to the trainer or coach for treatment immediately upon being injured. Injured players will report everyday to trainer until finished with treatment. No loitering or horseplay in the training room.

11. Injured or sick players will be expected to dress out and attend practices and meetings as much as possible. They will be expected to be a part of the team. Treatment will be scheduled at times other than practices or meetings.

12. Players will be properly groomed and dressed during the season. The school dress code will be strictly enforced. In the spirit of team togetherness, nothing that displays outlandish individuality will be tolerated. No underwear visible at any time, excessively long hair, or ear rings. Players will clean uniforms between game days.

13. Players are expected to travel to and from games with the team unless excused by the coach to the player’s parents.
14. Players will not be excused from participation in volleyball without the permission of the head coach.

15. Players will not use tobacco of any kind, alcohol, or drugs.
